· Start the animation viewer

· Click the listbox “Animation Description” to select and view the animation by name

· Double-click the listbox “Number” to view the animation by number

· Click “Sounds on” to turn the animation sounds on

· Click on the button labelled “Reset running animation” to reset the continuous animation. Some of the MS-Word ’97 / 2000 / 2003 ™ animations need to be reset to show the end of the animation. 

· You can stop the Animation viewer macro by pressing the “OK end it” button
